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STUDENT REOUIREMENTS:

To be eligible for award of credits at BROWARD COLLEGE, students must:

l) Successfully complete the technical courses required by their chosen progftlm area with a "C" or better in each

course at the Technical College.

3) Begin classes at BROWARD COLLEGE within two (2) years of the date of graduation from the program unless

the program manager waives the time limitation.

4) Contact the BC Program Manager (954-201-8621) or the CTE Advisor (954-201-8611) to present official

transcript and Certificate of Completion.

Tt# SCHOOL BOARD OF BROWARD COUNTY shall agree to the following:

I ) Provide that the program be taught by an instructor with the qualifications necessary to meet college and/or

program accreditation standards.

2) Notify the college of any major curriculum or program changes.

3) Maintain National Automotive Technician Education Foundation (NATEF) program accreditation.

BROWARD COLLEGE and THE SCHOOL BOARD OF BROWARD COUNTY shall agree to the following:

l) Share the implementation and recruitrnent responsibilities for the program'

2) Provide program information at the high schools, Technical Colleges and at each BC location.

3) Integrate the program into Career Pathway initiatives.

REVIEWPROCESS:

If curricular or programmatic modifications are made, the Articulation Agreement shall be updated, otherwise institutional

approval shall be required every five (5) years.

Once initially established and appropriate approvals are secured, the Articulation Agreement shall remain in effect until

revised or revoked. A thirty (30) day, written notice must be given by either party to revoke an Articulation Agreement
